SECTION 1: PARENT / LEGAL GUARDIAN DECLARATION AND CONTRACT OF ENROLMENT

GENERAL INDEMNITY.

I/ We declare that the above are the parent/s or legal guardian/s of the Scholar (referred to in this contract as the Child) and are the persons who are
signing responsibility for this contract. The rights and obligations contained in this Contract are binding on every person who signs this contract and
must be carried out in order for the Child to be successfully enrolled and retained at the Pre-Primary.

IMPORTANT NOTICE:

By signing or initialing or otherwise entering into this Contract you agree to the terms and conditions contained in this document as well as any terms
and conditions contained in the Policies of Waterfall Pre-Primary, which form part of this Contract. If there is any provision in this Contract that you
do not fully understand, please ask for an explanation before signing.

This contract contains clauses which may limit the risk or liability of Waterfall Pre-Primary or a third party; and/or:

1. may create risk or liability for you; and/or
2. may require you to indemnify Waterfall Pre-Primary or a third party; and/or
3. serve as an acknowledgement, by you, of a fact.

The rights you have in this contract are in addition to and do not affect the statutory rights and remedies you have under consumer protection law.

In the event of conflict between this contract and consumer protection law, your statutory consumer protection rights will prevail. Nothing in this
document is intended to or must be understood to unlawfully restrict, limit or avoid any rights or obligations created for you or Waterfall Pre-Primary
in terms of the Consumer Protection Act.

SECTION 2: GENERAL OBLIGATIONS OF WATERFALL PRE-PRIMARY SCHOOL

2.1 The admission and enrolment of learners to Waterfall Pre-Primary is at the discretion of the Principal who may refuse a learner's admission
to Waterfall Pre-Primary without giving reasons therefore and may grant temporary or provisional enrolment to Waterfall Pre-Primary subject to
such further terms and conditions, which the Principal may impose. The Principal may, at his/her sole discretion, cancel enrolment in accordance with

the Rules and Policies of Waterfall Pre-Primary.

2.2 For the sake of clarity, this Agreement regulates the enrolment and admission of your Child to Waterfall Pre-Primary and also regulates the
relationship between Waterfall Pre-Primary, your Child, yourself and/or a Third Party once your Child is admitted and enrolled with Waterfall Pre-
Primary. Subject to Clause 2.1, nothing in this contract should be interpreted as a representation or warranty made by Waterfall Pre-Primary that
your Child will be admitted to and enrolled with Waterfall Pre-Primary.

2.3 While your Child remains a pupil of Waterfall Pre-Primary, we undertake to exercise reasonable skill and care in respect of his or her
education and welfare. This obligation will apply during Pre-Primary hours and at other times when your Child is permitted to be on Pre-Primary
premises or is participating in activities organised by Waterfall Pre-Primary.

2.4 We shall monitor your Child's progress at Waterfall Pre-Primary and produce regular written / electronic reports. We will advise you if we
have any concern about your Child's progress, and we will undertake to make recommendations regarding the diagnosis of any learning disability or
other condition: a formal assessment can be arranged either by you or by Waterfall Pre-Primary at your expense.

2.5 The parties take cognisance of the limitations of Waterfall Pre-Primary’s physical environment, facilities and resources which limit its ability
to provide high quality education to children with special educational needs (whether due to neurological barriers, hearing impairments, visual
barriers, physical barriers, behavioural or emotional barriers or any other medically assessed special need). To the extent that, in the reasonable
opinion of the Principal, Waterfall Pre-Primary cannot, or can no longer, provide adequately for your Child's special educational needs,
Waterfall Pre-Primary may not offer enrolment with Waterfall Pre-Primary or may cancel this contract in terms of Section 12.

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SECTION 3: DISCLAIMERS

3.1 You acknowledge that Waterfall Pre-Primary does not take any responsibility for any theft or loss of, or damage or destruction to any
property of whatever nature (including School clothing, sporting equipment, books, or any other personal possessions) brought on to Waterfall Pre-
Primary premises by your Child, unless Waterfall Pre-Primary or its staff are in physical possession of that property and damage occurs to that
property either because —

3.1.1  Waterfall Pre-Primary or its staff treated the property as their own; or
3.1.2  Waterfall Pre-Primary or its staff did not exercise the degree of care, diligence and skill that can reasonably be expected of a person
responsible for managing property belonging to another person, when handling, safeguarding or using the property

3.2 Unless you expressly notify us in writing to the contrary, you consent to your Child participating, under proper supervision, both in and
outside Waterfall Pre-Primary in sports and other activities and games which entails some risk of physical injury, as well to your Child travelling to
and participating in School activities and programmes outside Waterfall Pre-Primary. Subject to Waterfall Pre-Primary taking reasonable care to
avoid harm and save for any gross negligence on the part of Waterfall Pre-Primary, its employees or agents, Waterfall Pre-Primary is not responsible
for loss or damage resulting from such sports, activities, games or programmes and you indemnify Waterfall Pre-Primary against any claims in that
regard.

SECTION 4: PARENT'S GENERAL OBLIGATIONS

4.1 You will inform Waterfall Pre-Primary in writing, prior to admission and enrolment, of any special educational needs of your Child known to
you, of the kind referred to in Clause 2.5; and remove your child to another Pre-Primary if after an initial period Waterfall Pre-Primary concludes that
it is unable to remediate the child adequately or at all and another Pre-Primary would be better suited for this purpose, and the Principal requests
the move to be undertaken.

4.2 In order to fulfill our obligations, we need your co-operation. Without detracting from any specific obligations contained in this contract,
you are required to: fulfill your own obligations under these terms and conditions; encourage your Child in his or her Pre-Primary school, and give
appropriate support at home; keep Waterfall Pre-Primary informed of matters which affect your Child; maintain a courteous and constructive
relationship with School staff; and attend meetings and otherwise keep in touch with Waterfall Pre-Primary where your Child’s interests require you
to do so.

4.3 The Principal may in his or her discretion require you to remove or may suspend or expel your Child if your behaviour is in the reasonable
opinion of the Principal so unreasonable as to affect or likely affect the progress of your Child or another child (or other children) at Waterfall Pre-
Primary or the well-being of Waterfall Pre-Primary staff or to bring Waterfall Pre-Primary into disrepute.

4.4 The Principal may, at his/her discretion, require you to remove or may suspend or expel your Child from Waterfall Pre-Primary, if he/she
considers that your Child’s attendance, progress or behaviour (including behaviour outside school) is seriously unsatisfactory and in the reasonable
opinion of the Principal the Child's removal is in Waterfall Pre-Primary’s best interests or those of your Child, other children or the wider School
community. In this case, you will be asked to remove your Child either immediately and without notice, or at a specified date that is shorter than full
term, with or without notice in any form, as is reasonable under the circumstances. Waterfall Pre-Primary will not be required to give you a full
term's written notice under these circumstances. Should the Principal exercise this right, your acceptance fee will be forfeited. However, any
prepaid fees will be refunded to you.

SECTION 5: REGISTRATION FEE AND ENROLMENT FEE

5.1 A NON-REFUNDABLE Registration Fee is payable on submission of this application.
5.2 An offer of a place for a Child at Waterfall Pre-Primary is accepted by you signing this contract and paying the Enrolment fee.

5.3 if, subsequent to entering into this contract, your Child does not take up a place at Waterfall Pre-Primary (save for by reason of death or long
term hospitalization) you will not be refunded the Registration or Enrolment Fee.

SECTION 6: PAYMENT OF FEES

6.1 You have absolute responsibility for the payment of any Fees applicable to your Child attending Waterfall Pre-Primary. You also
acknowledge that Waterfall Pre-Primary Fees are payable in advance on the first day of each month and agree to sign a debit order for the school to
process monthly collection of school fees. Alternatively you may choose to pay for the annual fees before the 315t January of that year and receive a
5% discount. If you are unclear about any of your financial obligations, Waterfall Pre-Primary will on request provide a written explanation. Any Fee
or other moneys owing by you to Waterfall Pre-Primary not paid on or before the due date will bear interest at the maximum rate of interest for
incidental credit prescribed from time to time in terms of the National Credit Act, 2005 (“NCA”), or at such lesser rate as the Pre-Primary determines
from time to time in its sole discretion. Interest not paid to the Pre-Primary by the last day of the month in respect of which such interest accrues
will bear further interest at the same rate. In addition to interest Waterfall Pre-Primary will be entitled to recover from you default administration
costs and collection costs, as contemplated in the NCA, including legal costs on the attorney and client scale and collection commission to the extent

permitted by the NCA.

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6.2 Interest will be payable on overdue accounts and should your account be referred to an attorney for collection, you will be liable for default
administration costs and collection costs including legal costs on the attorney and client scale and collection commission to the extent permitted by
NCA.

6.3 Inthe event of the Third Party taking responsibility for the payment of the Fee, you by your signature hereto, hereby bind yourself jointly and
severally in your personal capacity as surety and co=principal debtor with the Third Party for payment to Waterfall Pre-Primary of any amounts
which are owing and may at any time become owing to Waterfall Pre-Primary by the Third Party.

6.4  You also acknowledge that if any installment on account of a fee which is payable is not paid on that due date, the whole balance of the fee
outstanding will immediately become due and payable by you. No indulgence or grant of time by Waterfall Pre-Primary will constitute a waiver of its
rights under this contract or otherwise.

6.5 You agree that fees paid in advance will be deposited by Waterfall Pre-Primary and held in accordance with the Consumer Protection Act, but
that Waterfall will be entitled to treat the interest generated from such funds as income.

6.6  School fees will be reviewed each year and shall be made available to you before the beginning of term 4, giving you one school term’s notice
of any increase in the fees. You have a right to cancel this contract without penalty should Waterfall Pre-Primary fees increase to an amount which
you no longer wish to pay, provided that you give Waterfall Pre-Primary one terms written notice.

SECTION 7: PROTECTION OF PERSONAL INFORMATION

7.1 By entering into this contract, and unless you at any time instruct Waterfall Pre-Primary expressly and in writing to the contrary, your consent
is given for Waterfall Pre-Primary to:

7.1.1 collect, store and process credit information about you and any Third Party or divorced or separated Parent responsible for
payment of any or all amounts comprised in the Fees;

7.1.2 collect, store and process names, contact details and information relating to yourself and your Child, and to such information
being made available to other parents/guardians, staff or responsible persons engaged or authorised by Waterfall Pre-Primary for Pre-
Primary-related purposes to the extent required for the purpose of managing relationships between Waterfall Pre-Primary,
parents/guardians, and current learners as well as providing references and communicating with the body of former learners;

7.1.3 include photographs, with or without the name, of your Child in Waterfall Pre-Primary publications, Marketing Materials, Social
Media, publications, or in press releases that celebrate Waterfall Pre-Primary’s or your Child's activities, achievements or successes;

7.1.4 supply information and a reference in respect of your Child to any educational institution which you propose your Child may
attend. We will take care to ensure that all information that is supplied relating to your Child is accurate and any opinion given on
his/her ability, aptitude and character is fair. However, Waterfall Pre-Primary cannot be liable for any loss you or your Child is alleged
to have suffered resulting from opinions reasonably given, or correct statements of fact contained, in any reference or report given by
us; and

7.1.5 inform any other Pre-Primary or educational institution to which you propose to send your Child of any outstanding fees.

7.1.6 contact previous school with whom you have had a contract and request information concerning payment of the school fee
account

7.1.7 Waterfall Pre-Primary may carry out a formal credit check on those responsible for payment of school fees
7.2 Waterfall Pre-Primary may not distribute or otherwise publish any of your personal information in its possession, unless you give your
consent, in writing, to Waterfall Pre-Primary that it may do so. Should this be the case, Waterfall Pre-Primary may only distribute or

otherwise publish the information specified in your consent to the people and for the purpose stated in your written consent.

7.3 The provisions of this Clause 7 shall survive the termination of this contract.

SECTION 8: GENERAL

8.1 You choose the residential address by each parent under the “Declaration” as your chosen legal address/es for the service of all notices
and legal processes and the postal and email addresses for all other communications by Waterfall Pre-Primary to you.

8.2 You confirm that all the particulars that you may furnish or that you have furnished to Waterfall Pre-Primary on this contract or
otherwise from time to time are or will be, to the best of your knowledge and belief, full, true and accurate.

8.3 You undertake to advise Waterfall Pre-Primary in writing of any changes to the details included in this contract.

8.4 You accept that Waterfall Pre-Primary is based on Christian principles and undertake that this will not be undermined.

You agree to fetch your child timeously at the end of the school day or notify the Pre-Primary of any other arrangement. Waterfall Pre-
Primary will not allow any child to leave the premises with any person that is not a parent. If a grandparent or legal guardian will be
fetching a child, Waterfall Pre-Primary is to be notified beforehand. If no notification has been given the child will be sent to aftercare
until the parent is able to be reached. Aftercare fees are charged by the hour or part thereof. There is a penalty charge for late
collection. You acknowledge that you are responsible for your child, whether on the property of Waterfall Pre-Primary or not, after the
finishing times of any school activity/event/function.

SECTION 9: JURISDICTION AND GOVERNING LAW

The contract between you and Waterfall Pre-Primary is governed by South African law. You agree that Waterfall Pre-Primary, at its option
but without being so obliged, will be entitled to institute any legal proceedings for the recovery of any monies owing by you as a liquidated
debt or debts to Waterfall Pre-Primary in any magistrate's court having jurisdiction, in terms of sections 45 and 28 of the Magistrates'
Courts Act, notwithstanding and as an exception to the agreement regarding the submission of disputes to alternative dispute resolution.

SECTION 10: VARIATIONS

We reserve the right to change or add to these terms and conditions from time to time for legal, safety or other substantive reasons or in
order to assist in the proper delivery of education at Waterfall Pre-Primary. Waterfall Pre-Primary will give you at least a term’s notice of
any such modifications.

SECTION 11: PARTIAL INVALIDITY

Each term and condition contained in this agreement is separate from the other terms and conditions in the sense that if anyone is
determined to be illegal and unenforceable, it will simply be disregarded and of no force and effect, but the agreement will otherwise
remain valid.

SECTION 12: TERMINATION AND CANCELLATION

12.1 You have the right to cancel this contract at any time, for any reason, provided you give a full term's(three months) notice,
in writing, of this intention before the withdrawal of the child from Waterfall Pre-Primary. Failure to provide a term’s notice
(three months) will result in your being legally obliged to pay one term’s school fees in lieu of notice.

12.2 Waterfall Pre-Primary has a right to cancel this contract at any time, for any reason, provided that it gives you a full term's
notice, in writing, of its decision to terminate this contract. You will be obliged to find alternative schooling and at the end of
the term in question, you will be required to withdraw the child from Waterfall Pre-Primary.

12.3 This is without prejudice to Waterfall Pre-Primary's other remedies, Waterfall Pre-Primary may cancel this contract
immediately and has no obligation to return any prepaid fee to you if you are in material breach of any of your obligations —
this includes payment of school fees by due date -and have not (in the case of a breach which is capable of remedy)
remedied the material breach within 20 (twenty) business days or a notice from Waterfall Pre-Primary requiring you to
remedy the breach, and in addition it may claim payment of all monies then owing and damages equal to one term's fees (as
calculated at the time of cancellation) taking into account the nature of the services, capacity planning and reasonable
potential to fill the vacancy.

12.4 For purposes of this contract, a material breach is considered to exist where you or your Child (as the case may be) —
12.4.1 fails to uphold the Policies of Waterfall Pre-Primary;
12.4.2 fails to pay any Fees when due;

12.4.3 Aails to settle outstanding fees due to Waterfall Pre-Primary School (Pty) Ltd

12.4.3 fails to fulfill any legal requirement necessary for your Child to attend Waterfall Pre-Primary; or

12.4.4 acts in such a way that you or the Child become seriously and unreasonably uncooperative with Waterfall Pre-Primary
and in the opinion of the Principal, you or your Child’s behaviour negatively affects your Child’s or other children’s
progress at Waterfall Pre-Primary, the well-being of Waterfall Pre-Primary staff, or brings Waterfall Pre-Primary into
disrepute.
